Question:
How to display multiple clocks?

You may want to display more than one clock on
your desktop. I like to have both Phoenix time and
Coordinated Universal time (UTC) or GMT/Zulu for a
shortwave radio broadcast listening aid. This works
in Vista. I have not tried it in XP. Here is how to do
it.

1. Click on the clock notification area. (Right side of
taskbar)

2. The clock and calendar appear. click the date and
time settings.

3. The settings windows appears. Click the additional
clocks tab.

4. Put a check in the show this clock box.
5. Select the time zone desired.
6. Give the clock a new name.

7. Click on the apply button at the bottom of the
window.

8. Clicking on the Internet time tab will allow you to
update the current time. The automatic update
schedule is set here. Your clocks will be automati-
cally updated on the schedule you set.

9. Click the OK button when finished.
You may also add a third clock, if desired. Only the
local clock will be displayed in the taskbar but, if the

mouse hovers over the clock in the taskbar, soon all
clocks will be displayed.

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E-BOOK READERS

month we look at e-book readers. They have
been around for long time but now with the help
of Amazon’s Kindle, Sony, and some smaller
companies the digital publishing area is coming
of age.

Now that we have the stats, let us determine
how they will be usable to us as users. The first
is size. Obviously, larger is better. Not only for
readability but also one would have to turn less
pages which conserves on battery power. None
of the present e-book readers approximates a
real book or text book in size. This along with
the present price structure would dicourage me
from buying at present.

We all know that new items are always
priced high to offset the R&D costs. We
also have observed that PC product prices
take a free fall once competition takes
hold. So for most waiting will pay off. But
suppose we are going on a long business
trip or vacation and want to take along a
dozen or more books with us. The airline
weight surcharges, alone, would certainly
offset some of the cost of a reader.

Let us look at the stats and determine
how they are useful or not. Price and
screen size we have discussed.

First we will discuss e-book reader con-
trol. Control is accomplished in three
ways. A built in keyboard, built-in buttons
and slide controls, and through connec- ™
tion to a computer.

Next is a tilt landscape feature. Simply put, for
the Kindle DX, if you turn the reader 90 degrees
the written lines show up in the landscape for-
mat automatically. Great if the portrait form cuts
up an illustration or diagram. Only the Kindle
has this feature at present. This feature

must be programmed, if available, by the other
e-books.

Reading time is dependant on what state the e-
book reader is at the moment. Is it wireless? Is
it downloading or doing other internal house-
keeping? Are all factors dependant on how long
the batteries will stay charged. I have read of
time spreads from 3 hours to 36 hours.

Text to speech is a great idea, but if you vision
your e-book reading you a bedtime story, forget
it, the text to speech is very artificial and jerky,
however, if you have a problem reading this is a
must.

Only Kindle e-readers have access to download
over 300,000 books, periodicals' etc.
wirelessly, via Sprint’s cellular data net-
work, however, you must be in an area
that has the Sprint Network available.

Finally, if you are actually thinking of
buying an e-book reader if possible get
hold of the model you plan to buy and
give it a trial run. Check with local
stores and friends. The written reports
and blogs are often subjective and
might not reflect your feelings at all.
An example is the Interead Cool-er.
I've seen it described as having a
cheap plastic look and in another re-
view the writer said it's the only e-
reader I want because it is not a
clunky box I would be ashamed to be
seen using.

If we can find a member who would like to write
an article on how we can get e-books on our
laptops please contact Dean, Steve Semon or
me. The laptop is where most of us would
probably go for the present.

PERFORMANCE CONSIDERATIONS

Computer Performance Considerations

When I evaluate what might be done to maximize
the performance of a computer system, whether that
be a system already in use or one I might be specify-
ing for order (i.e., specifying the hardware with a
particular level of performance in mind for the in-
tended application) I look at several key factors.

The most critical factor is how much system RAM is
available (if you are ordering a new system then you
can also order faster RAM and be cognizant of ad-
dressing issues). I will state flatly that, all factors be-
ing equal, the more RAM available, the faster your
computer system will operate. In the same vein, if
you want to make full use of that system RAM, get
an external graphics card with its own RAM so you
don't force your system to share RAM with the video
display. If you are specifying a new computer, get
the fastest FSB (front side bus) speed you can afford
with the microprocessor and then match the RAM
bus speed to take advantage of that high bus speed.
Don't let a computer maker fool you with a low sys-
tem price while handing off old slow RAM to you
when the motherboard and processor would support
faster bus speed RAM. New systems will always use
DDR RAM, so that should not be a consideration
(and older systems will not be able to use it). Don't
be confused by discussions of virtual memory and
page files. If you have a large amount of RAM (1 GB
or more with Windows XP—3 or 4 GB with Vista, the
0OS memory hog of all time), your system will rarely
need to page out process memory onto the hard
drive paging file. You can check that in Task Man-
ager (hit CTRL SHIFT ESC or CTRL ALT DEL or right
click the Task Bar and select Task Manager) by look-
ing at the Performance tab and the Physical Memory
Total in conjunction with the Commit Charge. The
Physical Memory Total is the amount of RAM you
have in your system. The Commit Charge is the total
memory allocated to programs and the operating
system. If the Commit Charge (Total or Peak) does-
n't exceed the amount of RAM, then the hard drive

pagefile is rarely if ever being used and your system
should be running at full RAM speed without hard
drive performance issues (except when loading the
OS and starting an application, etc.). You can also
use Performance Monitor (Start, Administrative
Tools, Performance) and look at the Memory, Pages
Output/Sec parameter. Even if the amount of com-
mitted memory exceeds available RAM, if the actual
Pages Output/ Sec is low or zero most of the time
(quoting Microsoft) there is no significant perform-
ance problem related to available RAM. I doubt there
would be any reason for the typical home user to
require a 64 bit computer in order to utilize sufficient
RAM.

The second most critical factor is the performance of
the hard drive, i.e., the amount of utilization of your
hard drive (present or anticipated for the applica-
tion), the speed at which the drive platters rotate,
and the speed of the interface to your hard drive.
You never want to reach 50% of capacity of your
hard drive. The more data you have on a hard drive
the farther the disk drive read/write head has to
move inward on the spinning platter to get to the
data (on the average). This increases the seek time,
the time required for the read/write head to position
itself over the desired concentric data track on the
spinning disk platter. So, use a hard drive with suffi-
cient storage that you do not exceed 40% or so of
the storage capacity (high performance server hard
drives often are destroked or short stroked, i.e., lim-
ited to 40% or less so as to keep the data on the
outer edge of the platters where it can be quickly
reached). Once the read/write head reaches a track
then the rotational speed of the platter comes into
play, introducing latency, the time required for the
desired sector of the track to rotate into position be-
neath the head. How do you reduce latency? Get a
hard drive that spins as fast as you can afford. Most
desktop hard drives now spin at 7200 RPM (don't let
them slip you a 5400 RPM drive on your desktop or
your laptop!). If your drive has a slower RPM, you
can increase performance by purchasing a 7200 RPM
drive. Note that high performance server drives spin
at 10,000 and 15,000 RPM, but those drives are ex-
pensive. If you are evaluating a replacement drive
(or specifying the hard drive in anew system), look
at the access time parameter for the drive. This will

generally be around 11 milliseconds for 7200 RPM
desktop PC ATA/SATA drives. The access time will

Free PC Utilities from Comodo

Last year I wrote in this column about a free suite of
excellent security products from a little known com-
pany called Comodo (www.comodo.com). Comodo is
one of those sleeper companies that quietly provides
very good products and services, but just seems to
dwell in the background while it adds paying custom-
ers and clients.

Comodo is an international company with offices in
the U.S., the U.K., the Ukraine, and in India. While
not visible to the ordinary internet user, Comodo is
the exclusive provider of digital security services to
the top level internet domain name registrants. Co-
modo has over 200,000 commercial customers in
over 100 countries,and protects over a half-million
businesses and private individuals. As is common in
the field, Comodo offers some excellent free prod-
ucts available to all users that Comodo hopes will
spread its reputation and services, and eventually
attract paying clients to its more sophisticated com-
mercial products.

In my earlier column on Comodo, I discussed the
individual free Comodo security products, including
its antivirus, firewall, antispam, and other security
products, all of which can still be downloaded indi-
vidually, but work together as do many of the com-
petitive commercial security suites. To ease the
download process, and even better integrate the

protective functions, Comodo has introduced its free
Comodo Internet Security, a fully functional, but ba-
sic antivirus, firewall, and proactive security suite.

This free suite has been recognized by the media for
its quality, by being awarded CNET'’s highest 5 star
rating, and was selected by PC Magazine as its
“Editors’” Choice”. Comodo hopes that users of the
free security suite will want to eventually upgrade to
its commercial big brother ($40) that offers addi-
tional and enhanced features along with free 24/7
online chat support.

Comodo offers a somewhat unique free product in its
“Comodo Memory Firewall Version 2.0"”. This is an
unusual utility in that unlike a conventional firewall
(which is also required to maximize security), this
Memory Firewall monitors the memory of the com-
puter and the running applications. It is on the look-
out for attacks on running programs such as
bufferoverflow attacks, a common and damaging
threat to our computing security. Attacks such as
these, which can be prevented with this Memory
Firewall, can cause system crashes or steal confiden-
tial information from the targeted computer.

An extremely common threat faced by all web surf-
ers is a form of identity theft through the use of
“phishing” or otherwise fraudulent websites. Comodo
offers its “Free Forever” Comodo Verification Engine,
which notifies the user if a website is legitimate or
fraudulent. If a website is known to be legitimate,
simply placing the mouse over the website logo will
display a green border. This is an excellent tool to
prevent some of the more common online forms of
identity theft.

Many thousands of computers are lost or stolen each
year. It is a known fact that thousands of laptop or
notebook computers are stolen in airports and other
places annually. One major concern of the owner of
a lost or stolen computer is the potential disclosure
and abuse of the personal data on the hard drive.
Comodo offers a solution to this vexing problem, its

free Disk Encryption Software, which can be used to
encode the data on a hard drive, preventing its use
by unauthorized individuals. This provides continuous
protection of the data on the drive, and includes two
levels of data authentication. This protects sensitive
data without disrupting the ability to legitimately
utilize the data, but makes the same data useless to
an unauthorized user, such as a thief. You may have
heard commercials on radio and TV about a “VPN” or
Virtual Private Network, where selected computers
can be connected together over the internet, just as
if they would be connected over a wired in-house
network. For those who may need to connect distant
computers, Comodo offers its free "“Comodo
EasyVPN”. This VPN provides secure encrypted com-
munications over the internet, and allows for the
safe transmission and reception of sensitive commu-
nications. It also allows for remote access to con-
nected computers, including a “remote desktop” fea-
ture that allows one user to access control over an-
other distant computer. For family use, EasyVPN al-
lows for the quick and easy internet exchange of mu-
sic or photos, and even allows connected users to
play multi-user games. This is like having a remote
office, where the office computer can be securely
accessed from anywhere there is an internet connec-
tion. This may be a very useful utility.

I hate spam, that unwanted junk email. Comodo
offers a free anti-spam utility that can stop spam,
phishing (identity theft), and other fraudulent email
from getting into your inbox. The software can im-
port the address book from most popular email cli-
ents to create a safe senders’ list, and provides for a
challenge and response system to verify unknown
senders, and adds verified senders to a safe “white
list”. Using Comodo’s Anti Spam utility can signifi-
cantly reduce the unwanted mail in your inbox.

Sometimes we must send and receive sensitive infor-
mation via email that we would not want others to
be able to access or read. Comodo has a free solu-
tion to this problem, its SecureEmail utility. This util-
ity encrypts and digitally signs email such that it can-
not be read by anyone except the intended recipient.

This utility seamlessly integrates with all major email
clients, and has a wizard to help setup the program.

While Comodo offers many other utilities, it is best
known for its security products. One such free prod-
uct offered is its BoClean, which can detect and re-
move rootkits, hijackers, keyloggers, and Trojans, as
it continuously monitors the system for attack. Bo-
Clean offers real time protection against online iden-
tity theft caused by malware, as well as protection
from file damage caused by other varieties of mal-
ware.

Regular readers of this column have read the three
most important words in computing, “Backup,
Backup, and Backup!” Comodo offers a full featured
and free backup utility that can automatically backup
critical data files to almost any form of media or stor-
age system. Backups my be scheduled automatically,
or run at will, and allow for the easy recovery of files
in the event of system crash, natural disaster, theft,
or other loss of data. With software such as this, and
a secure place to store the backed up data, there is
no reason why any important data should ever be
lost.

Comodo offers its System Cleaner utility to clean
computers of useless and wasteful files and registry
entries that can adversely impact computer perform-
ance, thus improving performance. Comodo System
Cleaner is among the fastest and most efficient sys-
tem cleaner tested, including several of the popular
competitors. System Cleaner includes both disk
cleaner and registry cleaner tools, as well as other
powerful diagnostic tools. System Cleaner claims
"100% Safe Cleaning” as it implements proprietary
“Registry Protection” and “Safe Delete” features
which can automatically restore any files that may
have been deleted in error. Comodo offers an im-
pressive collection of free utilities, and should be
commended for offering them. Comodo explicitly
states that many of these utilities are free for both
personal and business users, making them most cost
effective at “free”.

For this price, they are most worthy of a try.
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ATTORNEY's ADVICE - NO CHARGE

Read this and make a copy for your files in case you
need to refer to it someday. Maybe we should all
take some of his advice! A corporate attorney sent
the following out to the employees in his company.

1.Do not sign the back of your credit cards. instead,
put "PHOTO ID REQUIRED" in the signature space.

2. When you are writing checks to pay on your credit
card accounts, do not put the complete account
number on the 'For' line. Instead, just put the last
four numbers. The credit card company knows the
rest of the number and anyone who might be han-
dling your check as it passes through all the check
processing channels won't have access to it.

3. Put your work phone # on your checks instead of
your home phone. If you have a PO Box use that
instead of your home address. If you do not have a
PO Box, use your work address. Never have your
SS# printed on your checks. (DUH!) You can add it if
it is necessary. But if you have it printed on the
check anyone can get it.

4. Place the contents of your wallet on a photocopy
machine. Do both sides of each license, credit card,
etc. You will know what you had in your wallet and
all of the account numbers and phone numbers to
call and cancel. Keep the photocopy in a safe place.

I also carry a photocopy of my passport when I
travel either here or abroad. We've all heard horror
stories about fraud that's committed on us in stealing
a Name, address, Social Security number, credit
cards.

Unfortunately, I, an attorney, have firsthand knowl-
edge because my wallet was stolen last month.
Within a week, the thieves ordered an expensive
monthly cell phone package, applied for a VISA
credit card, had a credit line approved to buy a Gate-
way computer, received a PIN number from DMV to
change my driving record information online, and
more. But here's some critical information to limit

the damage in case this happens to you or someone
you know.

5. We have been told we should cancel our credit
cards immediately. But the key is having the toll
free numbers and your card numbers handy so you
know whom to call. Keep those where you can find
them.

6. File a police report immediately in the jurisdiction
where your credit cards, etc., were stolen. This
proves to credit providers you were diligent and this
is a first step toward an investigation (if there ever is
one). But here's what is perhaps most important of
all (I never even thought to do this).

7. Call the 3 national credit reporting organizations
immediately to place a fraud alert on your name and
also call the Social Security fraud line number. I had
never heard of doing that until advised by a bank
that called to tell me an application for credit was
made over the internet in my name. The alert
means any company that checks your credit knows
your information was stolen and they have to con-
tact you by phone to authorize new credit.

By the time I was advised to do this, almost two
weeks after the theft, all the damage had been
done.

There are records of all the credit checks initiated by
the thieves' purchases, none of which I knew about
before placing the alert. Since then, no additional
damage has been done and the thieves threw my
wallet away this weekend (someone turned it in). It
seems to have stopped them dead in their tracks.

include seek time and rotational latency. As for the
type of interface, ATA drives (which peaked at around
133 MB/sec interface performance, setting aside in-
ternal datarate of around 60 MB/s and PCI bus rate
considerations) are no longer offered, so you will see
SATA (serial ATA) drives in a new computer. I would-
nt bother attempting to replace an ATA drive in an
old PC with a SATA drive. You would need a SATA
controller card as well as SATA drive and you might
as well just purchase a new computer. The current
SATA interface rate is 3 Gbps (the initial SATA inter-
face was 1.5 Gbps), i.e., 3 gigabits per second. That
translates to approximately 300 MB/sec. However, the
actual rate that the read head can read the data off
the spinning platter of the drive is closer to 100 MB/
sec (the internal data rate). You therefore can benefit
by having a drive with a large cache memory, where
a large amount of data has been read internally by
the hard drive before the interface is accessed, at
which time theinterface can burst perform at the full
interface speed of 3 Gbps/300 MB/sec. I note that
even the expensive server grade SCSI and SAS drives
have about that same external interface transfer
rate, i.e., 300 — 320 MB/sec, so their increased per-
formance is coming directly from the high rotational
speeds (10 — 15 K) and fast seeks, giving access
times of 3 — 5 ms vs. 11 ms or so for desktop SATA
drives. Defragmenting your drive regularly will help
keep the drive operating at peak efficiency.

A less critical factor is the speed of the microproces-
sor itself (FSB considerations aside as they relate to
RAM access speed). A faster microprocessor or a dual
or quad core processor will allow applications, their
processes and threads to execute faster (to actually
run the microprocessor instructions of which a pro-
gram is composed) once the instructions and data
reach the microprocessor.

So, if you have processing intensive applications like
video or music (studio) production and editing (or sci-
entific number crunching), faster and more core proc-
essors will speed things up considerably, but only if
you have plenty of RAM and a high performance hard
drive.

Excel Spreadsheet Tips

Where does one start? Excel is such a robust and powerful program, complete books have been written
about it. That's not what I want to do here. I would like to mention a few things that I use regularly in Excel
that just might make your Excel experience easier and more enjoyable. My comments apply to Excel 2003,
although many of the things I mention may also apply to the 2007 version as well.

Using the Sum Feature

In the figure to the right I have entered the num-
bers 10, 20 and 30 in cells A1..A3. I then high-
lighted the cells starting in A1 and including A5 (See
#1). From above we know that the Autosum
showed the sum to be 60. But I wanted to perma-

Another neat feature that saves lots of time is AutofFill.
In the figure on the Iright, I inserted the numbers 1
and 2 in cells A1 and A2 respectively. When both cells
are selected, note the separated square in the lower
right hand corner. This is important. When you move
your cursor over the square, it will change to a
“+"” (This is called the AutoFill handle). If you left click
on the plus and drag down, Excel will automatically fill
in the range you have highlighted with numbers. If you
highlight only one cell and “drag the plus,” the range
will be filled with whatever is in the cell you have high-
lighted. This works for both text and numbers. (Try
typing in Week 1, then “drag the plus” and see what
happens). However if you highlight two cells and “drag
the plus,” the range will be filled in by adding the dif-
ference between the numbers in the two cells to each
subsequent cell. To make it easy: if the first cell con-

sum function is automatically inserted in the cell
A5. This process also works for summation in
rows. See the next figure below.

To the left you can see the formula that sums
A2..B2.

So to review, if you want to sum a column or row
of numbers, simply highlight the range and go at
least one (or more) cells past your data, then click
on the Sigma on the menu bar and the summa-
tion formula is automatically inserted.

In Column
C above I just typed in *Mon” in cell C1. Then I
highlighted the cell, “dragged the plus” until I was
done and Excel did the rest.

When I typed the full name in, Excel
filled the cells with the full names of the months. Try
typing “Qtr 1” in a cell and see what you get.
